 We will need approximately $36,990.00 (Minus $14,389.23 will leave $22600.77 actually needed)  to finish rough-in electrical and insulation in the building in order to start with sheetrock. 

Please contact Chip White (492-9826) if interested in helping him with the project of sheetrock purchase and installation. $800.00 was collected by the Ladies Club to put in the building. Paint, etc. has been purchased for the steel posts and possibly for the brick under the deck. It is not certain what the color or the application will be at this time on the brick. All money will go to small building projects needed at this time. 

We will continue with Phase II when bond money becomes available.

Lifetime Membership---$15,000.00

This membership will give the bearer full family membership as provided for in the Rules and Regulations of Kerr Lake Country Club for the extent of their lifetime. All rules and regulations and by-laws will apply to this lifetime member. If the purchaser is not a current stockholder, they must buy stock and all non-members are subject to Board of Director approval per Rules and Regulations. This member will receive (4) green fee certificates at the first of each calendar year to use at their discretion.

This membership does not include any cart fees, trail fees, handicap fees, or any other rights above and beyond those of any other member of KLCC, it simply pays the dues for the life of the member.

This membership is non-transferable. However, this membership can be extended to any child of the original bearer, at the request of the original bearer or within 90 days of death of the original bearer for a fee of $7500.00. This is a one time only transaction. The new bearer cannot transfer the membership to anyone else. In the event the original bearer has more than one child, and does not designate which child may activate the option, the option will cease to exist.

LIMITED NUMBER AVAILABLE!

5 year membership----$4500.00

This membership will give the bearer full family membership as provided for in the Rules and Regulations of Kerr Lake Country Club from January 1 2008 until December 31, 2012. All rules and regulations and by-laws will apply to this member. If the purchaser is not a current stockholder, they must buy stock and all non-members are subject to Board of Director approval per Rules and Regulations. This member will receive (4) green fee certificates at the first of each calendar year to use at their discretion.

This membership does not include any cart fees, trail fees, handicap fees, or any other rights above and beyond those of any other member of KLCC, it simply pays the dues for the next five years for the member.

This membership comes with an option. Anytime during the 5 year period or at the end of the 5 year period, the member has the option to buy a Lifetime membership(all rules as above) for an additional fee of $15,000.00.
Both of these specials will be offered to the general public, but as stated, if new members want to be a part, they must purchase stock and be approved for membership by the Board of Directors. Also, these memberships are subject to all rules and regulations of the club, and therefore are subject to the decisions of the Board of Directors if they choose to break the rules.

Please don’t forget that KLCC Bonds are still available for $1000 a piece, as they would make great gifts for kids and grand kids!!

FAMILY MEMBERSHIP

-Stock purchase required ($500 or from escrow/stockholder). If purchasing stock from the Club, payments can be staggered over a 1 or 2 year period. ($62.50 per quarter for two years or $125 per quarter for one year).

-Initiation fee-$250

-Dues-$325 per quarter (dues can be paid in full for a year at discounted rate of $1,200.00)

SINGLE MEMBERSHIP (must be single)

-Stock purchase required, same as with family membership

-Initiation fee- $250

-Dues-$275 per quarter (dues can be paid in full for a year at discounted rate of $1000.00)

LONG DISTANCE FAMILY MEMBERSHIP-non stock holding, non voting 

-Primary residence must be outside Granville, Vance, Warren, or Franklin Counties

-Initiation fee-$150

-Dues-$275 per quarter (dues can be paid in full for a year at discounted rate of $1000.00)

GOLF ONLY LONG DISTANCE MEMBERSHIP-non stock holding, non voting

-Dues-$200 per quarter

-Same residency requirements as Long Distance Family Membership

-This is for singles or families, but is Golf Only

-Initiation fee of $150

Pool and Tennis Memberships

-Initiation fee-$300

-Dues $325 per year

-This membership is offered on a limited basis depending upon pool capacity each year.
