Golf Cart Usage: Richard Chilton.  
The following rules have been adopted by the Board of Directors.  The purpose of these rules is to protect the rights and privileges of the members, the club’s investment, and to protect the safety and welfare of members and guests.  Violations of golf cart rules may result in fines and/or revocation of playing privileges.  

· Golf carts may not be used by a member or guest on the property of the Club without proper assignment and registration in the Pro Shop. Golf carts are not to be used off the golf course.

· Golf carts shall not be rented to any person that the Manager believes will not operate the cart in a safe manner (such person may appeal to the Board of Directors in writing).

· Golf carts shall not be operated on steep slopes or on posted areas including roped off areas. 

· Each operator of a golf cart must be at least 16 years of age.

· Operation of a golf cart is at the risk of the registered operator. 

· Registered operators are personally responsible for any damage caused to a cart, other property or personal injury caused to any person. 

· No more than two players and only two sets of clubs are permitted on one cart at a time.

· No more than two (2) golf carts per foursome or one (1) per twosome are allowed. (Single operators are only allowed with an odd number of players).

· Members and guests are requested to use cart paths and observe the 9O-degree rule as much as possible to protect the golf course. 

· During wet weather or when certain areas of the course would benefit from restricted traffic, carts may be required to stay on the paths. 
· Carts must remain on paths on all par three holes. 

· Golf carts must be kept a minimum distance of 20 yards from all greens.

· Guests of members will be charged a cart fee regardless of whether the guests ride in a club owned cart or a private cart.

· Cart paths are restricted to the use of golf carts only. All vehicles and other modes of transportation are prohibited on the cart paths and golf course.
